although it may occur (to some extent) throughout
life. It is carried out in primary groups (family, circle
of friends, school group) and is based on direct
interpersonal relationships. Basically, primary
socialization is associated with the prescribed status
(representative of the ethnic group, son, daughter,
child). This is a period of self-realization and the
beginning of its comprehension.

Secondary socialization is related to the sphere of
broader social relations, interests and achieved
statuses (doctor, lawyer, Manager). It covers the
later, conscious, socially active period of an
individual's life. This is a period of deep
understanding of his "I", his versatile improvement.

Primary and secondary socialization is
characterized by varying degrees of personal
freedom and a measure of selectivity.

Learns to
speak), communicate, master the basic norms of behavior (up to 3
years).

The pre-school stage, when a child enters the outside world,
learns the norms of communication with strangers (both children
and adults), is involved in a wider range of social communication.

The school stage is a purposeful and responsible process of
acquiring knowledge and culture in a broader context. It is
evaluated by the society (teachers, peers, students,
acquaintances).

Pre-professional (University, College, vocational school) — a
process of in-depth socialization, external knowledge, the study
of the highest achievements of culture.

The professional and labor stage is clearly and narrowly focused
socialization, the ability to perform professional duties, work with
people, communicate.

Family marriage is a new round of socialization, where a person
acglmres the status of a spouse, a parent, reproduces himself in
children, creates a special social atmosphere.

Pension associated with the com||:;letion of active professional
and labor activity of the individual, retirement and the
performance of some new functions that are not strictly
regulated by society, but rather determined by the person and
random circumstances.

Every socializing individual has to deal with a
huge number of agents. They can be classified
into primary and secondary stages of
socialization and the social groups in which it
takes place.

Who are usually referred to as agents of
primary and secondary socialization?

The agents of primary socialization include:
mother, father, grandparents, sisters, brothers,
other close relatives, as well as guardians,
nannies, peers, family friends, doctors,
teachers, coaches. That is, those people who
make up the nearest social environment of the
socializing individual.

Secondary agents also include
employees of radio, television, the press,
the court, parties and other organizations
and institutions. The agent of secondary
socialization performs its functions
sporadically, mostly formally, impartially,
often spontaneously.

There is a close connection between agents and
institutions of socialization. Most agents, with the
exception of friends and acquaintances, represent
institutions of socialization at the same time. For
example, relatives represent the institution of the
family; teachers, University teachers and
administrators — the Institute of education, the
priest — the Institute of the Church, the officer — the
Institute of the army, politics — the Institute of the
state, the police, the Prosecutor's office, judges —
legal institutions.

The society has institutions that are specifically
focused on the organization and implementation of
the process of socialization (family, kindergarten,
school, universities, army), and social institutions
that have non-directional (objective) socializing
impact (economy, state, law, morality).
