ZABAYKALSKY
NATIONAL PARK

Zabaikalsky National Park was built on the territory of the Republic of
Buryatia with the aim of preserving the unique natural complex of Lake Baikal
basin. In the north the park borders on the territory of Barguzinsky National
Nature Biosphere Reserve. The park is located in the characteristic mountainous
and wooded (taiga) area, and the relief is mountainous. The overland border
passes through the watershed of the Barguzine River basin which runs beyond
the park.

Several large rivers run through the national reserve: the Bolshoy Cheremshan,
the Maliy Cheremshan, the Bolshoy Chivyrkuy. You will see the largest lakes of
Arangatuy and Smaller Arangatuy, and Barmashovo Lake, which is known for
its mineral waters. There are more than a dozen karst lakes, as well as thermal
springs Zmeinyi, Nechaevsky, Kulinoye. The territory of the reserve is included
into the subtaiga zone of the southern taiga of Siberia.

Larch woods grow patchily along river terraces on moraines, and the rest of

the peninsula is covered with coniferous woods. On separate sites of the coast
pine woods, together with other coniferous breeds, form a special biological
community that belong to the belt of damp Baikal woods.

The flora consists of about 700 species of vascular plants, and there are many
endemic, rare and relic plants. 19 endemic and 9 rare species are included in the
Russian Red List.

It also boasts more than 10 thousand hectares of valuable natural plants and
there are many aged communities of cedar stlanik and ernik. The fauna includes
291 species of land vertebrate animals: 44 species of mammals, 241 birds,
