The International Federation 18 a combination of Sailors and Firemen, Dock
Labourers, Coal Porters, Winchmen, Stevedores, Lightermen, Carters, River workers,
and other workmen connected with the Shipping and Carrying Trades of Great Britain,
America, Australia, France, Germany, Sweden, Norway, Denmark, Belgium, Holland,
Spain, Ttaly, and Russia.

A Conference of the Representative Delegates of the above countries met in London, on February 23rd,
24th, and 26th, presided over by Mr. Tom Mann, and Mr. J. Havelock Wilson, M.P.

This Conference unanimously decided, that the only means to effectually improve the conditions of the men
employed in the Shipping trade was by organising and preparing for a general stoppage of work in all maritime
ports throughout the countries named above, unless the various employers concede the demands for higher wages,
&c., on or before the date upon which it has been decided to stop work.

of the Seamen’s Union.

If you are on board ship, you should send your name to the Secretary of any of the Branches set forth on the
other side. Having joined yourself, make up your mind to induce every man you meet to join,and when you have read
this leaflet give it to your shipmates to read; and when you are in foreign ports, you should assist by circulating
International Literature amongst the Dockers who may be discharging your ship, and urge upon them if they are not
members of a Union to join without delay.
