In the later part of the nineteenth century and up to World War I,
passports were not required, on the whole, for travel within Europe,
and crossing a border was straightforward. During the 1920s the

League of Nations developed guidelines and standardized design of
passports. The United Nations held a travel conference in 1963, but
passport guidelines did not result from it. Internationally passport

standardization came about only in 1980, under the auspices of the
International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAQ).

Based on the Schengen Agreement, which was passed by the European
Union (EU) in 1985, 25 countries in Europe, mostly EU members but
also non-members, such as Switzerland, lifted requirements for
passports.

Meanwhile, the United States began requiring passports, for the first
time, from Canada and Mexico as of June 1, 2009.
