According to contemporaries, Mozart possessed a
phenomenal ear for music, memory and the ability to improvise. The
youngest member [K 1] of the Bologna Philharmonic Academy (since
1770) in its entire history, as well as the youngest holder of the Order of
the Golden Spur (1770).
