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Udomlya is a small town in the Tver region, located
on the shore of Lake Pesvo, 125 kilometers north of
Tver. The area of the settlement is 9 square kilometers.
Udomlya is a satellite town of the Kalinin NPP. Kalinin
NPP is a city-forming enterprise. With the beginning of
the construction of the station, the rapid development
of the territory is associated: during the construction
of the enterprise and due to the financing of the
Kalinin NPP, a modern city with a developed
infrastructure, a system of education and medical
services, a network of cultural and educational
institutions was built. The nuclear power plant supplies
the city with heat and hot water.

On the surfaces of most cosmic
bodies that do not have a dense
atmosphere - asteroids, satellites of
