Monroe Doctrine (1823) o no KTP M HA
MOHPO

In his 1823 message to Congress, President Monroe
warned all outside powers not to interfere with the
affairs in the Western Hemisphere.

They should not attempt to create new colonies or
interfere with newly independent republics.

At the same time, the United States would not
involve itself in European affairs or interfere with
existing colonies in the Western Hemisphere.

This doesn’t stop us from building our own empire




The Monroe Doctrine originally prevented Europeans from
establishing new colonies in the Westem Hemisphere. TR.
decided to add the “Roosevelt Corollary”. This extended the
Monroe Doctrine 1o the Caribbean as well

President Roosevelt barred European countries from using force
to collect debts owed to them by the Dominican Republic. The
U.S. would collect the debt for them, acting as an “Infemational
Police Power".

Big Stick Policy (walk sofly and carry a big stick)

Roosevelt Corollary was often used to justify sending U.S. froops
to the West Indies and Central America,
