* The term "purple prose" is used in
reference to large exaggerations,
lies, and highly imaginative writings.

Purple state

* A term used for a swing state on an electoral
map. It is purple because it could either go blue
or red. They are sometimes shown as gray on a
map instead of purple.The purple state concept
emerged from media usage of red to represent
Republicans and blue to represent Democrats
in electoral maps. The 2000 presidential
election was the first occasion for the common
use of the red and blue colors to indicate
candidate support. From 2004 to present,
closely divided states have been called purple
states due to the mixture of red and blue.
