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Jews began to be deported from Chernivtsi to
Transnistria on October 14-15, 1941. At that time,
about 4,000 people were taken by rail. These
deportation actions were well-thought-out and
had their own structure and algorithm, which
made it possible to reach an ever-increasing
number of people. By November 15, 1941, 28,391
Jews were deported from the city
