The place under name Durrington Walls is in several kilometers from a
Stonehenge. There is no time here the similar complex settled down, but it was
not kept up to now. And that there was any construction, began to guess only
after aerophotoshooting the district made in 1922.

In 1967 archeologists have found there the traces confirming that is no time here
there was something similar to a Stonehenge. But this construction created still in
a neolith, till our time is not has reached - it was completely wooden. Therefore it
also have named Woodhenge (from English wood - "wood").

It was however, not clear, what attitude Woodhenge could have to a Stonehenge
— whether there were two different "variants" of one construction, existed
simultaneously, or one has appeared after another. And especially was uneasy to
guess, how much they differed to destination, and whether there could be
between them something the general. In any case now most of all attention to
itself the stone construction, appeared involves with the most durable. However,
as recently it was found out, the Stonehenge in due time — in a neolith — was
completely not lonely. Most likely, it was surrounded some with small
constructions which together with it made more extensive complex.
