It is made up of a red maple leaf on the
white background and two red stripes.

What do they symbolize?



The white colour reminds [rl'malndz] of the arctic
snow in the north of the country.

The maple leaf reminds of its forests.

The tree of a sugar maple — one of the highest
trees in the world (up to 40 m high) — grows only
in the south-east of Canada. Mixed woods
occupy one third of Canada’s territory.



Trees have played a
meaningful role in the
historical development
of Canada and continue
to be of commercial,
environmental and
aesthetic importance
to all Canadians.

Maples contribute
valuable wood products,
sustain the maple sugar
industry and help to
beautify the landscape.
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Canada is situated between the two oceans
and the red stripes on the flag symbolize the
Atlantic and the Pacific Oceans.




We can also see maple leaves
on Canada’s coat-of-arms.

A Latin inscription “A mari
usque ad mare” is translated as
"From the sea up to the sea”

How do they reflect Australia’s geographical
peculiarities, flora and fauna?

Have a look at Australia!
Because Australia is cut off
from the rest of the world,
its wildlife is so unique.
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Australia is sometimes
called “The Land of
Wattle” ['wOtl] (akauun)
thanks to the fact that the
continent has 700 species
['spdSJz] (BUaoB) of
acacia [q'kelSq], which
Australians call wattle.



Australia is sometimes called “Kangarooland”
oecause there are 55 kinds of kangaroos
"kxNgq'rHz] there.

"he Big Red and Grey kangaroos are 2 metres
nigh, kangaroos live for 10-15 years, they eat
grass, leaves and plants; a baby kangaroo is
blind (it can’t see) and deaf (it can’t hear).




Kangaroos can jump 9
metres long.

They can jump very fast —
30 kilometres an hour.

Baby kangaroos are very
small —only 3 centimetres
long. They can’t run or
walk. They can see when
they are 9 weeks old.

They can jump when they
are 8 months old.




This flightless bird can
run 40 miles per hour. It
is too stupid to stop for
a fence and usually
crashes through.
