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Loaf —a traditional attribute of a wedding celebration. Wedding begins with a loaf
preparation. Round loaves are baked in accompany of special round loaves songs. One of
3,5 or 7 round loaves is the biggest & the main one. It could be baked only by such a
woman who lives with her husband in love and agreement.They should have kind
children:it was considered that the family’s harmony is transferred to the young through
a round loaf. The round form is not casual: it’s similar to the Sun. In an ancient legend the
loaf appeard as a symbol of pagan god — the Sun that descended on the earth to take
care of a ‘red’ maiden and the best fellow, who got married. The loaf means a
prosperous, rich life. It is considered that a new-married couple should bite off a piece of
this round loaf and who bites off the biggest one,that person will be the owner in the
house.

A loaf is decorated with flowers, ears of rye,
wheat and guelder-rose branches. Guelders’
branches with berries traditionally decorate a
room in which ‘karavai’ is baked. Usually
weddings were celebrated in autumn when a
‘hot red’ berry-guelder rose was ripe. A
guilder-rose is a symbol of a wedding
ceremony. It is the most ancient symbol of
love, a visible ‘certificate’ of feelings which
have strongly connected the young.
