Customs and traditions of
Christmas in the UK

= The custom of giving gifts on Christmas finally established in Britain only in
Victorian times , when the country was ruled by Queen Victoria in the late
19th century. Add custom gifts in a stocking or sock is also associated with
Victorian England. For him, there is an explanation: " Father Christmas "
traveled through the air and got into the house through the chimney . Going
into one of the houses, he dropped a few gold coins in a sock , which hung
over the fireplace to dry . Since then, on Christmas Eve at the fireplace
began to hang socks and stockings .

= Christmas table decoration is a festive cake. According to ancient custom ,
his stuffed with various objects , predicting the fate for the next year or so,
whose piece will this thing. The British believe that the ring is a quick
wedding coin - the future wealth and horseshoe - luck in the new year .
