HARRY WAS BORN AT ST MARY'S HOSPITAL IN PADDINGTON, 
LONDON, ENGLAND, ON 15 SEPTEMBER 1984. HE WAS BAPTISED 
AT ST. GEORGE'S CHAPEL AT WINDSOR CASTLE. HARRY'S 
GODPARENTS WERE PRINCE ANDREW (HIS  UNCLE); LADY SARAH 
ARMSTRONG-JONES (HIS  COUSIN).



PRINCE HARRY IS YOUNGER SON OF CHARLES, 
PRINCE OF WALES AND DIANA, PRINCESS OF 
WALES, AND FOURTH GRANDCHILD OF QUEEN 
ELIZABETH II AND PRINCE PHILIP, DUKE OF 
EDINBURGH. 



LIKE HIS FATHER AND ELDER BROTHER, HARRY WAS EDUCATED AT 
PUBLIC SCHOOLS IN LONDON. IN 1998, AFTER PASSING THE ENTRANCE 
EXAMS, HE WAS ADMITTED TO ETON COLLEGE, WHERE HE STUDIED 
GEOGRAPHY, ART HISTORY, AND ART AT A-LEVEL. 
        IN JUNE 2003, HE COMPLETED HIS EDUCATION AT ETON. HE EXCELLED 
IN SPORTS, PARTICULARLY POLO AND RUGBY .



AFTER GRADUATION, HARRY 
TOOK A GAP YEAR, DURING 
WHICH HE SPENT TIME IN 
AUSTRALIA, WORKING (AS 
HIS FATHER HAD DONE IN HIS 
YOUTH) ON A FARM AND 
PARTICIPATING IN THE 
YOUNG ENGLAND AGAINST  
YOUNG AUSTRALIA POLO 
TEST MATCH. HE ALSO 
TRAVELLED TO LESOTHO, 
WHERE HE WORKED WITH 
ORPHANED CHILDREN AND 
PRODUCED THE 
DOCUMENTARY FILM “THE 
FORGOTTEN KINGDOM”.



PRINCE HARRY ENTERED 
THE ROYAL MILITARY 
ACADEMY SANDHURST IN 
2005. WITHIN A YEAR, IN 
APRIL 2006, HE 
COMPLETED HIS 
OFFICER'S TRAINING AND 
WAS COMMISSIONED AS 
A CORNET IN THE BLUES 
AND ROYALS. BY APRIL 
2008, HARRY WAS 
PROMOTED TO THE RANK 
OF LIEUTENANT.





AT THE AGE OF 21, PRINCE HARRY WAS APPOINTED AS 
A COUNSELLOR OF STATE, AND BEGAN HIS ROYAL 
DUTIES BY FIRST SERVING IN THAT CAPACITY WHEN 
THE QUEEN WAS ABROAD TO ATTEND THE 2005 
COMMONWEALTH HEADS OF GOVERNMENT MEETING 
IN MALTA. 



PRINCE HARRY DECIDED TO FOLLOW HIS FATHER’S FOOTSTEPS BY 
TAKING UP THE SPORT OF POLO.
SPORTS HAVE ALSO BEEN A WAY THAT HARRY HAS HELPED 
CHARITIES AND OTHER ORGANIZATIONS, SUCH AS WHEN HE 
TRAINED AS A RUGBY DEVELOPMENT OFFICER FOR THE RUGBY 
FOOTBALL UNION IN 2004 AND THEN COACHED STUDENTS IN 
SCHOOLS IN ORDER TO ENCOURAGE THEM TO LEARN THE SPORT.
