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Ukraine has a population of about 45.7 million and the official data state that the
prevalence of diabetes in Ukraine is 2.5% % (1,133,922 people are registered with
diagnosed diabetes). The Diabetes Atlas (2009) indicates for Ukraine an estimated

Diabetes mellitus represents a worldwide epidemic. However, the real prevalence of
diabetes mellitus in the countries of the former Soviet Union, which underwent
rapid transition during a relatively short period of time, including dramatic changes
to the health care system, is not known.

The registered
prevalence of diabetes mellitus in Ukraine is significantly lower than in neighboring
countries.!
