Barbados Dollar was created after the
establishment of the Central Bank of Barbados
(CBB), which was established by Parliament in
May 1972. Barbados dollar replaced the East
Caribbean dollar at par in 1973. On July 5,
1975, Barbados dollar has been pegged at a
fixed exchange rate to the U.S. dollar at a rate
of U.S.S1=S 2 Barbados.

There are also still valid banknotes of 500,
1,000, 5,000, 10,000 dollars. They were
produced before 1945 , and since 1969 has
officially withdrawn from circulation (due to
the use of electronic banking ) . [2] Their
bonisticheskaya cost is much higher rating. For
example, the cost of 5,000 bills at auctions can
reach $ 10,000 . [3] Of all the banknotes issued
10 thousand dollars, the amount of which is
monitored and the Fed last production was in
1944 (series 1934 ), not retired only 130
pieces.
