broad guarantee of the Tight To freedom of expression pro-
tected by independent and impartial courts, there is no
free country, there is no democracy. This general proposi-
tion is undeniable.’
Freedom of expression is a right in itself as well as a
component of other rights protected under the Convention,
such as freedom of assembly. At the same time, freedom of

expression can conflict with other rights protected by the
Convention, such as the right to a fair trial, to respect for
private life, to freedom of conscience and religion. When
such conflict occurs, the Court strikes a balance in order to
establish the pre-eminence of one right over the other. The
balance of the conflicting interests, one of which is freedom
of expression, takes into account the importance of the
other. The Court has repeatedly stated that

Freedom of expression constitutes one of the essential foun
tions of a democratic society, one of the basic conditions for its
ogress and for each individual's self-fulfilment *
