Economy of the U.S.

The economy of the United
States is the world's largest
national economy.

Nominal GDP was estimated to
be over $15 trillion in

2011, approximately a quarter
of the nominal global GDP

The U.S. economy also
maintains a very high level of
output.

The U.S. is one of the world's
wealthiest nations with per capita
GDP (PPP) of $48,450, the 6th
highest in the world.

The U.S. is the largest trading
nation in the world. Its four
largest export trading partners
are as of 2010: Canada, Mexico,
China, and Japan.

U.S. Labor Market

Ever since the U.S. economy faltered
in 2007, the U.S. job market has
been a tough one — and
improvements here have been slow
and small. The United States lost
about 8.1 million jobs after the
recession began. By early 2010, it
had recovered about 3.3 million,
which means that when it comes to
recovery, there’s still a ways to go.

Overall, the Bureau of Labor
Statistics pegs the

U.S. unemployment rate at 8.1
percent for August 2012. This is
significantly better than the 10
percent peak in unemployment,
which occurred in October 2009.

The employment-population ratio, at
58.3 percent, little changed from the
past few months.

Among the major worker groups, the
unemployment rates for adult men
(7.6 percent), adult women (7.3
percent), teenagers (24.6 percent),
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percent), and Hispanics (10.2
percent).

Small Business vs. Large Business
Employment

Small businesses are the largest employer in the
country representing 53% of US workers. The
second largest share of employment belongs to
large businesses that employ 38% of the US
workforce.

The private sector employs 91% of
Americans. Government accounts for 8% of all
US workers.

The 30 million small businesses in the U.S.
account for 64% of newly created jobs (those
created minus those lost). Jobs in small
businesses accounted for 70% of those created in
the last decade.

The proportion of Americans employed by small
business versus large business has remained
relatively the same year by year as some small
businesses become large businesses and just
over half of small businesses survive more than 5
years.

Amongst large businesses, several of the largest
companies and employers in the world

are American companies. Amongst them

are Walmart, the largest company and the
largest private sector employer in the world,
which employs 2.1 million people world-wide and
1.4 million in the US alone.

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Trade/Labor Unions

An organization of workers who have
banded together to achieve common goals
such as protecting the integrity of its trade,
achieving higher pay, increasing the
number of employees an employer hires,
and better working conditions.

The trade union, through its leadership,
bargains with the employer on behalf of
union members and negotiates labor
contracts (collective bargaining) with
employers.

The most common purpose of these
associations or unions is "maintaining or
improving the conditions of

their employment".

Of working individuals in the US, 12%
belong to a labor union; most union
members are government workers

The labor market in the United States has
attracted immigrants from all over the
world and its net migration rate is among
the highest in the world. Nearly 14 million
immigrants came to the United States from
2000 to 2010

For example, the brain drain from Europe
to the United States means that some
400,000 European science and technology
graduates now live in the U.S.

More than 40 percent of the 2010 Fortune
500 companies were founded by
immigrants or their children. They founded
seven of the ten most valuable brands in
the world.”

Look for jobs through various mediums (newspapers,
internet, employment centers, recruiters, job banks,
networking, job fairs, etc.)

Application process

A proven strategy to obtain a job begins with a self-analysis of
your strength and weaknesses.

Once you know what you can contribute with to a company, it is
time to write the cover letter and CV / resume.

When you are called for interviews, you need to know how to
present yourself and what questions to expect. Many jobs are
lost because individuals are not prepared for the job interview.

Importance of “critical thinking” when you are applying for job
in America

- “We’re less concerned about grades and transcripts and more
interested in how you think. We’re likely to ask you some
role-related questions that provide insight into how you solve
problems. Show us how you would tackle the problem
presented--don’t get hung up on nailing the “right” answer.”-Google

The job: As technology evolves rapidly, companies
continue to need developers to design, test, and
debug software programs for mobile devices and
apps. Since the landscape changes so often, even
longtime developers frequently need to retrain and
learn new programs, lowering the barriers to entry for
job switchers.

The job: Health care is a booming field, and the
demand for physical therapists is increasing apace.
You'll need to go back to school to learn the
techniques for increasing patient mobility and
decreasing pain, but the two- to three-year graduate
program is still far shorter than the time it takes to
become a doctor. You can do a nursing degree in that
time, but pay and satisfaction are better for PTs.

Though the industry has slowed
along with the economy, the long-term growth potential
is strong, says Kathy Caldwell, president of the
American Society of Civil Engineers.

A willingness to travel is also
important since many consultants work on site. Long hours and a
little jet lag just go with the territory.

As a database administrator, you
identify the most effective ways to store a company's data, keep it
safe and troubleshoot when problems crop up.

Given
fast-changing economic conditions and the use of complex
securities, such as derivatives, demand is high for talented
financial analysts. Banks, mutual funds and hedge funds are
major employers.

The job: Want to save the earth and earn good money? As an
environmental engineer, you get to apply your knowledge of
biology, chemistry and other natural sciences to tackle problems
such as pollution, waste management and recycling. These skKills
are quickly becoming sought after as businesses adjust to new
water and air regulations, especially in the industrial and
manufacturing sectors. Green initiatives are also beginning to
catch on in several industries, including automotive (hybrid
vehicles) and energy (like Shell Oil's move into wind energy).
