THE BEATLES FIRST STARTED BY
SINGING AMERICAN STYLE

MELODIES. THEY ALSO
INTRODUCED DIFFERENT
INSTRUMENTS, SUCH AS THE
INDIAN SITAR. GROUPS LIKE
BEATLES HAD A VERY
IMPORTANT INFLUENCE
