The airport was open July, 16, 1938 chapter of
aviation department Kingsleem Vudom. During the
Second world war Luton was base of fighters of the
Air Forces of the Great Britain. The airport was
located at top of hills, the western end of a runway is
on 40 meters below.

After war the ground was returned to local authorities
which began to use the airport for service charter
aBnakomnaHu, such as Autair (has replaced the name
on Court Line), Euravia and Monarch Airlines. In 1972
JlyToHckum the Airport was the most profitable airport
in the Great Britain. However after bankruptcy Court
Line in August 1974 nacaxunponotok the airport it was
reduced.
