Polar bear - the largest animal not only among bears , but also among all predators. There are the
males-vast objects which length of a body reaches 280 sm, height-150 sm, and weight - 800 kg; females
are smaller and easier. A polar bear has the extended trunk, narrow in a forward part and massive in
back, a long mobile neck and rather small head, with the straightened profile, a rather narrow forehead
and the small, highly set eyes. This animal has very strong paws with the big claws. A bear “s foot is
vide, but callosities are almost imperceptible under a dense dense wool.

However,
ch animals always aspire to return to habitual ice conditions and, it having appeared out of it, make
& big transitions overland, moving strictly on the north. Polar bears are very curious, but are not
gressive, occasionally visit polar stations and if them do not start to lure, they leave.
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
