But did you know that apart from
being wonderful pets, these canine friends have made a vast contribution to
saving countless lives?
SAR ( Search and Rescue ) dogs are used in search efforts to find people.
They are specifically trained to find victims buried under snow or debris, so they
can quickly be brought to safety.
