== L.Rother, D.Suess, T.Shak and others who consider that media literacy is the intended outcome of media
education. However, we also pay attention to the opinion of D.Lemish who says that “originally there was a
difference, with media education being more a wider concept and media literacy perceived as being more a
specific translation of critical analysis of media. Media studies was more an academic term for theoretical
studies. I think today it is almost impossible and unnecessary to separate between them. Therefore in my
mind today they are interchangeable, and it is not beneficial to try to theoretically make a distinction. This
1s also the reason why I accepted all of the above definitions of media education and media literacy because
I think they are either complementary or saying the same thing in different ways. It does not seem to me to
be critical to agree on a very specific definition of such a wide field” (D.Lemish).
