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"Flamencologists” or "Pro
Dancers" have usually been
flamenco connoisseurs of no
specific academic training in
the fields of history or
musicology. They have
tended to rely on a limited
number of sources (mainly
the writings of 19th century
folklorist Demofilo, and notes

by foreign travellers). Bias
has also been frequent in
flamencology.
