If you're visiting England and you love
dogs, don't miss the Dog Collar Museum
in Leeds Castle.The exhibit includes
German iron collars, composed of linking
spiked rings; a late-20th-century American
punk dog collar made of recycled bicycle
tires; and an Italian brass collar with
family shield and embossed trellis work in
blue and gold nearly 400 years old. The
museum's literature explains the tradition
of spiked dog collars: They helped protect
hunting dogs' necks from bears and
wolves.
