In 1858, A Russian 
military settlement was 
founded and named 
Khabarovka in honor 
of Erofei Khabarov, 
the Cossack explorer, 
whose statue now 
stands in the railway 
station square. Until 
the Transsiberian 
Railway arrived, the 
town was just a trading 
and military post.
