Dogs purchased for the internal affairs
bodies must be physically strong, not
have defects that prevent their bodies
from official use. The suitability of a
service dog is determined on the basis
of the study of morphological and
physiological signs, as well as oral and
documentary information about its
management, the behavior  of
conditions of detention, the transferred
diseases. Morphological signs (exterior)
are the structure of the animal's body
and its individual parts (head, neck,
trunk, limbs).

Physiological signs are the state of
health, physical fithess, as well as
working qualities: flair, anger, activity,
resistance to strong stimuli. It is known
that both exterior and service qualities
can be inherited. Therefore, its origin is
of great importance.




It Is very iImportant to know the
Influence of external factors that
complicate the dog's work by intuition.
Temperature of air, soil and water. The
temperature factor has a strong effect on
odors and the state of the body. High
temperatures accelerate the process of
volatilization of odor particles and thereby
weaken the strength of the odor over time, ¥
low temperatures promote the 4
preservation of particles, but make it
difficult to perceive them by the sense of Z°& ¥
smell.

When training dogs for a general
search profile, the special skill of
accustoming to a selection of things is
worked out as follows: The skill is
developed on the Dbasis of the
olfactory-seeking reaction, the food
behavior reaction and the hauling skill.

You can start sampling things only
when the dog is interested in sniffing the
offered items, actively looking for it with
the help of smell among a large number
of similar odorless objects, brings it and
sits down in front of the trainer. In order to
develop an olfactory-searching reaction
In a dog, it is advisable to carry out the
following aorting exercises: retrieving
sticks, stones from a large number of
similar objects; search for a pine cone, an
acorn with the smell of a trainer, an |
