Two kilometers from the former Imperial Hunting Castle,
which in 305 held a status of the state dacha, Hermann
Goring built a new house he often visited, Goring called

his house ‘the House of Emilia” by the name of his wife.

He continued the tradition of inviting famous people

and influential politicians for hunting in order to resolve
poliical issues in the course of this exquisite entertainment
‘established by the Imperor.A fact you may find interesting
is that in 1935 Marinovo Lake was officially renamed a5
Gombosee in honor of the Prime Minister of Hungary Gyula
Gembos who shot a magnificent deer during the hunt
Goring was long after the animal, but Gomboshad more luck
in hunting it

1n 1940  bunker capable of withstanding any bomb attack
was built for Goring at his state dacha.

On October 16, 1944 Hermann Goring was hunting in
Rominta for the Last time. n 3 few weeks Reichsmarschall
left Rominten Forest forever. When in October 20, 1944
Russian troops came into Rominten Forest the house
superintendent set it on fire.Only the forester house
remained intact.
