Derivation

Word production includes three categories:

1. Affixes (this includes prefixes and suffixes)
2. Conversion
3. Alternating sounds and stress

4. Prefixis the part of the word that comes
before the root. Prefixes are most often used
to change the meaning of a word and less
often to change a part of speech.
