NATIONAL MUSEUM OF SERBIA

The National  museum of Serbia, located in the capital, was 
founded in 1844, dedicated to the history and  heritage of 
the Balkan Peninsula from prehistoric times to the present 
day



NIKOLA TESLA MUSEUM

It is completely devoted to the life and inventions of the famous 
engineer, the genius of the 20th century, who almost became a 
priest. Today, this museum is the only place where you can look at 
the original documents and personal belongings of an inventor ahead 
of his time.



DEVIL CITY

Unusual pillars in the middle of the forest and the “blood” 
water flowing around both frighten and beckon with 
their secret anyone who hunts for new impressions.



FRUSKA GORA NATIONAL PARK

Roe deer, deer and birds live on 22,000 hectares in the local forests. On 
the site of Fruska Gora, which stretches sixteen kilometers from the 
city of Novi Sad, until 194 there were about thirty monasteries. To date, 
17 of them have been partially restored.



DRVENGRAD

Drvengrad is not on any map, and even many Serbs are 
unaware of this miracle. You can get here on a retro train 
that appeared in the directors film “Life is like a miracle”



Going to Serbia -  this surprisingly close to all
