• Expect that, how you enjoy your 
New Year in Beirut depends on 
your frame of mind. The 2 big areas 
in Beirut called as for the nightlife 
are Monot and Gemmayze. 
Gemmayne has little, packed bars, 
mainly along Gouraud Street, one 
of Beirut big nightlife strips, while 
persons head to Mono for the 
bigger clubs that bump all night 
long. The hip area found in Hamra, 
famous for its famous leftist 
watering holes, is also value 
checking out.



• If you want to target the dance floor 
check out shifting paradigms, New 
York New York, Casino Royale life, all of 
which host their own themed New 
Year’s celebration parties. Naji Gebran 
B018 Nightclub, which looks more or 
less like a bomb explosion and is one 
of the Beirut most famous 
discotheques, is a fixture on the City 
New Year nightlife menu. Other clubs 
add Cassino, an swanky club 
decorated with scores of comfy 
couches and famous with celebrities; 
Treesome, which is built around a olive 
tree live, Music Hall Beirut and Bank 
Night Club live music venue.



• If you want to keep things more 
easily, consider a laid-back bar like 
EM Chill or Torino, both of which 
have no entrance fee on New Year 
celebration. Dany aso, De Prague, 
Zucca, Bardo bar have a relaxed 
New Year enjoyment. If you want to 
take in a show, the Regency palace 
and hots puts on New Year comedy 
shows, and various live fun, also 
gesso on at Pavilion Royal, Music 
Hal, Emerald Ballroom and Casino 
due Liban. Or, if you are in the 
mood for the festive smashing of 
wander, plates, around City 
orthodox Christian neighborhoods 
around midnight.
