. TECHNICALMIDDLE
CLASS: A less culturally
engaged new class with
high economic capital.
Small in numbers, they

have relatively few social

contacts.

EMERGENT
SERVICE WORKERS:
Young and often found in
urban areas, this new
class has low economic
capital but has high levels

NEW AFFLUENT

ESTABLISHED MIDDLE
CLASS: Not quite elite but
members of this class have
high levels of all three
capitals. They are a
gregarious and culturally
engaged class.

WORKERS: Generally

ELITE: This is the most
privileged class in Great
Britain who have high levels
of all three capitals. Their
